“Rising to the Challenge – Global Student Leadership in the 21st Century”

PROGRAM DESCRIPTION

National University of Singapore will host the 4th APRU Undergraduate Summer Program 2009 for a period of two weeks, from July 13 to 24, 2009. Centered on the theme “Rising to the Challenge – Global Student Leadership in the 21st Century,” the program targets undergraduate students who hold leadership positions at their home university and would like engage other student leaders from the Pacific Rim; students who are interested to see how student leadership can impact global issues and global change; and students who want to be change agents to pressing global issues.

Lessons will be conducted in English and cover topics such as climate change & sustainable development, governance and diplomacy, public health and education, social entrepreneurship, and business and the economy. This program will also feature a variety of activities conducted outside the classroom to engage student leaders in student leadership service projects and provide the opportunity to explore Singapore’s unique history as an Asian city-state. Activities will include an introduction to the Malay Archipelago martial art of Silat, explore the diversity of Singapore culture through its Chinatown, Little India, and Arab Street, and field trips to places of interest such as the Asian Civilization Museum, the famous Night Safari, and the beautiful biodiversity on the island Pulau Ubin.

UNIVERSITY NOMINATION AND ACADEMIC CREDITS

Each APRU member university may nominate up to two undergraduate students for the undergraduate summer program. 

The International Relations Office (IRO) at NUS will follow up at a later date regarding NUS course credit for the program. 

REGISTRATION FEE

Every participant shall pay the registration fee upon arrival (no later than July 13), which covers housing expenses during the program, field trips, welcome and farewell dinners, teas and local transportation. NUS will provide a receipt to each participant. Please note that details regarding the registration fee will be provided at a later date.

ACCOMMODATION 

Arrangements for accommodation on campus from July 12 to 25 have been made by NUS. Students will be provided a Type A single room at our Prince George’s Park Residences. Each single room has an en-suite toilet, shower and washbasin. The room is air-conditioned and furnished with a bed (single), a writing table, a chair, drawers, bookshelves and a full-height wardrobe. Each room shares a common kitchen within the cluster. Internet will be available in each room, however, students are advised to bring their own internet cable. Internet cables can be purchased at 5 SGD (approx. 3.50 USD) for three metres. It is highly recommended that participants bring their own laptops for research and writing. Costs for extended stay are chargeable and will be borne by the students. Participants who wish to book accommodation for a longer stay before July 12, 2009 will have to inform NUS and is subject to availability. Please note that no accommodation will be available for longer stay after July 25, 2009. 

OTHER EXPENSES

Participants will need to pay for airfare, food, laundry, and extra-day accommodation during the non-summer program time. It is highly recommended that participants buy insurance before their departure. 

The average cost for a meal on the main NUS campus is 3 – 10 SGD (approx. 2 – 7 USD). For your convenience, participants are strongly advised to bring along credit cards and exchange their home currency for some Singapore Dollars in their own countries before arriving in Singapore.

APPLICATION AND SUBMISSION OF APPLICATION FORMS

Interested undergraduates can apply to the International Relations Office in their home university. Each APRU member university has the discretion to select and send up to two undergraduate students for the APRU Undergraduate Summer Program 2009.
